Goals of 4People Internet Resource Directory: 

  To house a comprehensive, complete and current directory of community resources in rural Eastern Washington and Oregon counties. 

  To have this directory be easily searchable and easy to use by community members who are not familiar with jargon, acronyms or professional terms. 

  To use distributed responsibility to ensure that the most accurate and current information is available for each agency or group. 

As our goals are met, our visibility on the Internet will rapidly increase public awareness of 4People and the resources listed.  Not all the do's and don'ts can be put on paper. Your best guide to appropriate uses of the internet are your organization's conduct guidelines and your common sense and good judgment. 

General Principles: 

· MATERIAL THAT IS CONSIDERED INAPPROPRIATE, OFFENSIVE, OR DISRESPECTFUL TO OTHERS SHOULD NOT BE ACCESSED OR STORED.

  

· Adhere to your organization's conduct guidelines

  

· Adhere to the Acceptable Use Policy for the Internet gateway you are using as well as this document.

  

· Use only services you have authorization to access.

  

· DO NOT USE THE 4PEOPLE SITE:

    For inappropriate gain or profit or solicitation. 
    To provide information about or lists of, subscribers to others for commercial solicitations or non-4People 
        organizations. 
  

· Material of Confidential or Personal content should not be stored or sent on the Internet or to the 4People site.  This includes, but is not limited to all 4People web site pages, services (calendars, volunteer and donor sites, etc) and email.

  

· When communicating with 4People email links, remember:

    Do not send any form of chain letter. 
    Do not send virus-laden email. 
    Do not automatically forward your mail to an Internet site.
